A memorial brick with the Veteran’s information will be a part of the Path of Honor. 
 
The Path of Honor is dedicated to all men and women who served honorably in 
defending the United States of America. Doylestown Post 210 is excited to place these 
memorial bricks in the Path of Honor in the brick path that leads to the main entrance of 
the Legion Hall. This pathway is the place to visually remember and honor the service 
members who faithfully served their country.  
 
The funds from this project will be used to support current and future Veterans projects, 
to support Doylestown local events and to continue improving the Post so that local 
organizations and individuals can use it for their events.  
 
The memorial bricks come with a lifetime guarantee.  If the bricks chip or crack or if the 
engraving degrades, the brick will be replaced at no cost.  
 
The memorial Finished bricks are available in two sizes – 4X8 and 8X8. The donation 
is $100 for the 4X8 and $125 for the 8X8. Pictures of these brick are on the back of this 
page.

PATH OF HONOR 
 
The Bricks below are the actual bricks that will be placed in the PATH OF HONOR.   
 
These are Finished Bricks that have a smooth surface and beveled edges with space 
bars on the sides and is created to be a “pretty brick”.  This memorial brick comes in 
matching 4 X 8 and 8 X 8.  It is primarily used on a sand base. 
 
Sandblasting is the process that is used for the engraving.  This technology provides a 
deep clean and crisp engraving, ensuring its longevity.  All bricks come with a lifetime 
guarantee. If the bricks chip or crack or if the engraving degrades, the brick will be 
replaced at no cost.  
 
The donation for a 4 x 8 brick with three or four lines of engraving is $100. It is 
recommended that only three lines are used, but if you wish, you can use four lines.  
Each line can have up to 18 characters. 

 
The donation for an 8 X 8 brick with six lines of engraving is $125. It is recommended 
that only five lines are used, but if you wish, you can use six lines.  Each line can have 
up to 18 characters. 

 
On every Memorial Day all the veterans mentioned in the Path of Honor will be 
remembered with a Flag Celebration - Lowering of the Flag to half-staff and a brief 
statement honoring them for their service.
